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Agromet advisories for Heavy Rainfall likely over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal:

v In Tamil Nadu, provide adequate drainage facilities for the removal of excess water from rice, cotton,
sugarcane, turmeric and vegetable fields, coconut and banana orchards. Undertake propping in
sugarcane.

v" Provide mechanical support to banana plants to prevent lodging.

Impact expected due to dense to very dense fog in the late night /morning hours over parts of
Northwest India during next 2-3 days.

+» Transport and Aviation:

» May affect some airports, highways and railway routes in the areas of met- sub-division.
« Difficult driving conditions with slower journey times.
« Unless taken precautionary measures, it may lead to some road traffic collisions.
% Power Sector:
 Chances of Tripping of Power lines in the very dense fog routes.
% Human Health:

e Lung related health impacts: Dense fog contains particulate matter and other pollutants and in case
exposed it gets lodged in the lungs, clogging them and decreasing their functional capacity which
increases episodes of wheezing, coughing and shortness of breath.

e Impact on people having asthma bronchitis: Long time exposure to dense fog may cause respiratory
problem for people having asthma bronchitis and other lung related health problems.

e Eye Irritation: Dense fog contains pollutions of various types and these Pollutants in the air if exposed
may tend to irritate the membranes of the eye causing various infections leading to redness or swelling
of the eye.

Action suggested:
¢ Transport and Aviation:

e Be careful while driving or outing through any transport.

» Use fog lights during driving.

* Be in touch with airlines, railways and state transport for schedule of your journey.

e Human Health: To avoid outing until unless emergency and to cover the face.
