Significant Weather Features:

i. Weather Systems, Forecast and Warnings:
¢ A Cyclonic Circulation lies over northeast Assam and neighbourhood in lower tropospheric levels.

Under its influence;

v’ Scattered to Fairly widespread light/moderate rainfall/snowfall accompanied with thunderstorm,
lightning & gusty winds (speed 30-40 kmph) likely over Arunachal Pradesh during next 7 days with
Isolated heavy rainfall/snowfall on 17t March.

v Isolated to Scattered light/moderate rainfall accompanied with thunderstorm, lightning & gusty
winds (speed 30-50 kmph) likely over Assam & Meghalaya and Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura
during next 7days.
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* A trough runs from north Chhattisgarh to Vidarbha in lower tropospheric levels. Under its influence, [solated
to Scattered light/moderate rainfall accompanied with thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds (speed 30-50
kmph) likely over West Bengal, Sikkim, Bihar, Jharkhand and Odisha today. Isolated hailstorms also likely
over Gangetic West Bengal today.
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Due to trough and wind confluence over East India in lower tropospheric levels, scattered to fairly widespread
rainfall accompanied with Thunderstorm, lightning and gusty winds likely over east central India during 19t
-23rd with peak activity on 20t & 21st March. Isolated hailstorms also likely over Gangetic West Bengal,
Jharkhand and Odisha on 20th & 21st March.

+ Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 17-03-2025): Minimum temperatures are markedly above
normal (5.1°C or more)at isolated places over Bihar; appreciably above normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) ata few
places over Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura and Jharkhand; at isolated places over Chhattisgarh,
Odisha, Madhya Maharashtra, Gangetic West Bengal and Assam & Meghalaya; above normal (1.6°C to
3.0°C) at many places over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry & Karaikal and Andaman & Nicobar Islands; at a few
places over East Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat state and Kerala & Mahe; at isolated places over Arunachal
Pradesh, Rayalaseema, South Interior Karnataka, Marathwada and Vidarbha. These are appreciably below
normal (-5.0°C to -3.1°C) at isolated places over west Rajasthan and Himachal Pradesh; below normal (-
3.0°C to -1.6°C) at a few places over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad; at isolated
places over Punjab, Haryana, Uttarakhand, east Rajasthan, Telangana and near normal over rest parts of the
country (Fig. 4). Today, thelowest minimum temperature of 9.8°Cis reported at Adampur
(Punjab) over the plains of the country.

+ Maximum Temperature Departures (as on 17-03-2025): Maximum temperatures are markedly above
normal (5.1°C or more)at isolated places over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim; appreciably above
normal (3.1°C to 5.0°C) at isolated places over Bihar, Odisha; above normal (1.6°C to 3.0°C) at a few
places Assam & Meghalaya, Chhattisgarh, Telangana, Vidarbha, Konkan & Goa, North Interior Karnataka,
Rayalaseema; at isolated places over Saurashtra & Kutch, East Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram & Tripura, Madhya Maharashtra. These are markedly below normal (-5.1°C or less) at isolated
places over Jammu-Kashmir-Ladakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, Uttarakhand; below normal (-3.0°C to
-1.6°C) at many places over Rajasthan; atisolated places over Himachal Pradesh, Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi,
West Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and near normal over rest parts of the country. (Fig. 2). Today, the
highest maximum temperature of 43.5°C is reported at Boudh (Odisha) over the country.

Postpone land preparation and sowing of Jhaum rice and maize.

v' In Odisha, Jharkhand, Vidarbha, and North Telangana, apply light and frequent irrigation to the
standing crops, vegetables and orchards in the evening to protect them from adverse impacts of heat
wave.

v" Keep the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields.

v Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking to vegetables to avoid lodging.

Livestock and Fishery
v Keep the animals inside the shed during heavy rainfall/hailstorm and provide them balanced feed.

v' Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.

v Construct an outlet with proper netting around the ponds to drain out excess water, thereby preventing
fish from escaping in case of overflow.

v" To reduce the effect of heat wave/high temperature, cover the roof of poultry sheds with grass. Also
provide clean, hygienic and plenty of drinking water to animals.
