Chhattisgarh, South Gangetic West Bengal and south Jharkhand on 29th & 30t March.

Orange alert Areas

» High temperature & increased likelihood of heat illness symptoms in people who are either exposed
to sun for a prolonged period or doing heavy work.

» High health concern for vulnerable people e.g. infants, elderly, people with chronic diseases.
» Avoid heat exposure- keep cool. Avoid dehydration.
» Drink sufficient water- even if not thirsty.

» Use ORS, homemade drinks like lassi, torani (rice water), lemon water, buttermilk, etc. to keep
yourself hydrated.

Yellow alert Areas

» Moderate temperature & heat is tolerable for general public but moderate health concern likely for
vulnerable people e.g. infants, elderly, people with chronic diseases.

» Avoid heat exposure.
» Wear lightweight, light colour, loose, cotton clothes.

» Cover your head, use a cloth, hat or umbrella.
